SUMME

On the 2nd January of this year, a group
of last year's Sixth Form accompanied by
a member of the College staff and, by kind
invitation of the latter, myself left Plaza
Constitution on our way to Bariloche. On
the following Wednesday we arrived in a
nasty drizzle and a very cold wind, quite
the opposite from when we left Buenos
Aires,

At the station we were met by an Old
Georgian on whose land we were going to
piteh our tents. He took our luggage in his
car and we all eaught a “colectivo” into
the town where we bought some provisions.
Then we took the ’bus to Pichi Mahuida.
Qur camp was about kilometre and a half
from the main road.

On Sunday afternoon we were invited
to go up to the Cerro Lépez in a small
party. We lef about 4.30 p.m. and were
taken to the “picada” by car and there we
started our first climb. It took us nearly
two hours to get to the “refugio” at 1.600
mts. We all spent the night here and con-
tinued to the top the next day, stopping
for lunch in a small basin where we had
a try at skiing, rather disastrous for those

of us that had no experience in the mat-
ter;

Once on the top of the mountain, we had
a marvellous view of the Nahuel Huapi
lake and the surrounding mountains in-
cluding tha Tronador and the Lanin, in the
far off distance. _

We made one other trip in the mount-
ains which took four days. On this trip we
crossed over the top of two mountains and
visited three lakes over 1.600 mts.: Jacob,
Toncheg and Schmoll. On the whole it was
great fun for all concerned. There were
one or two highlights, one of them being
that two members of the camp decided not
to shave until they got back to Buenos
Aires. The result was that their respective
parents all but banished them from their
homes until they had got rid of their
camouflage, Another was the invention of
a shower: the thing itself was made out
of an old can that had been pierced at the
bottom with nails. Into this contraption a
volunteer poured bucket upon bucket of
warm water while the fortunate person in-
dulged in a perfect shower, better than
some of the ones we have here at the Col-
lege.
